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A Matter of Material
An extraordinary medium to shape a design scheme, ceramic tile conveys 

beauty through its shape, surface texture, vast color palette, and potential 

array of sizes and patterns. Underlying each piece of handmade tile are all-

natural raw materials that are artistically shaped and cut. Glaze application, 

traditional kiln firing and careful temperature controls render tiles with 

seductive depth and interest. Ultimately, the full appreciation of handmade 

tile can only be realized when dozens of individual tiles are studiously 

assembled on a wall or floor surface and linked by grout into a complete, 

one-of-a-kind installation.

Making 101
To make tile by hand, skilled artisans employ many of the same 

techniques their forerunners used 4,000 years ago. The first step is to 

carefully measure and mix feldspar, silica, talc and sand. These natural 

elements go into a machine called a muller, which is much like a sieve. 

What emerges is a large block of dark gray clay (for white body tile), that 

is then sent through an extruder to be flattened and cut to size. The next 

30 or so steps are performed entirely by hand. These include sponging 

the edges of each tile, drying the tiles in a bisque kiln, glazing them with a 

hand spray or a waterfall application, and placing them in “setters” to be 

kiln-fired in the range of up to 1900° Fahrenheit.

Imperfectly Perfect
Handmade tile may be defined by its subtle variation from tile to tile. 

They’re never perfectly smooth, nor perfectly square, and the color 

isn’t uniform across the surface. While experience and skill guarantee 

consistency in quality, each original tile takes on the DNA of its 

maker. This rich heritage and artistic sensibility is timeless, ensuring 

that installations endure.
